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What to expect.....

Our curriculum

At Birkby Infant and Nursery school we deliver a curriculum based on the Framework for the EARLY
YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE. This describes the seven areas of learning and development which “must
be implemented through planned, purposeful play”.

The framework also states that “Practitioners must respond to each child’s emerging needs and interests,
guiding their development through warm, positive interaction”. We have a team of adults who put this into

practice every day.

In addition the framework describes "three characteristics of effective learning”
1. Playing and exploring
2. Active learning
3. Creating and thinking critically

This is exactly the approach we take to learning in our Nursery.

Our routine

Children arrive at nursery and self-register; they will then be free to choose what they want to do.
They can access the outdoor area continuously during the session, whatever the weather, which
is why appropriate clothing is essential throughout the year. Near the end of the session they will
tidy up and then sit down as a nursery group for Rainbow time (songs, rhymes, dancing etc.).
They then go to a group time where they enjoy sharing achievements, stories, singing, counting etc.

It is then time to go home.

Stay and Play

Towards the end of every term we hold a Stag and Plag session where parents/carers can stay with
their child and find out what they like to do at Nursery. This is also a good opportunity to talk to

staff and ask any questions.

Tapestry

We now have an online system called Tapestry for recording your child’s learning journey. Once
your child has started nursery you will be given details of how to log in and receive your unique
password. Once you have logged on, you will be able to see photographs of your child learning in

nursery and comments from the key worker. You will also be able to add photos from home.




Outdoor play

All children will be given the opportunity to play outside whatever the weather; therefore it is
important that they wear the correct clothes to match the weather. Children will get wet, muddy
and messy when they play outside, we teach them how to minimize how messy they get and they do

get better but it is part of their learning and development.

Getting wet does not cause us to catch a cold. If the cold virus is around, we will pick it up

regardless of whether we are wet or dry.

Warm and waterproof for cold Sunhat and sunscreen for sunny weather.

Tips
Simple things you can do at home with your child:

using your child’s name.
